Nominations for individuals may be submitted under one of the following categories:
Abilities Awareness, Arts or Entertainment, Business, Diversity Champion, Education,
Government Service or Law, Emerging Leader, Health or Social Services, Humanitarianism,
Media, Sports, Volunteerism or Military.

Abilities Awareness nominees strive to educate, inform and change attitudes regarding
persons with disabilities.

Diversity Champions assist, mentor and advance women in all areas of community life.
Emerging leaders must be under the age of 30 years old.

Nominees must live, work or attend school in the Metro Milwaukee area (includes
communities with ZIP Code areas of 530, 531, 532 or 534).
